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Abstract: The establishment of the University of Dhaka
was the result of a lot of hard work and many ups and
downs. The issues served as the legal basis behind the
establishment, the structural changes of the administration
during the British, Pakistan and Bangladesh periods, and the
contribution of the University Administrators by their
tireless work, efforts and wisdom in the past hundred years
have mostly remained out of research. It is a dire need to
preserve those informations by assembling the documents
kept in the Records Branch, Annual Reports and the
important publications of the University of Dhaka up-to-
date.This research is entirely based on this goal and
objective. We feel that it will fulfill our purpose and be a
milestone work in the respective sector.
