Abstract: This article presents a historical and legal analysis of
women in ancient Hindu marital institutions. It traces developments
from the Vedic corpus through the Stitra, Smrti and Puranic periods
chronologically and connects them to the modern period. The study
relies on close readings of canonical texts, commentaries and
relevant archaeological evidence too. It demonstrates that early
forms of female ritual agency and marital choice were
progressively curtailed. Doctrinal norms and ritual prescriptions
legitimised practices such as kanyadana and child marriage across
time. Legal formations concerning stridhan, patrimonial
inheritance and marital indissolubility entrenched economic
dependency and social marginalisation. The article locates these
practices within broader patriarchal frameworks and textual
authority over time historically. It argues that these historical
formations have left durable traces in contemporary Hindu personal
law. Consequently, gendered disadvantages persist, requiring
doctrinal reappraisal and legislative intervention to promote
substantive gender justice. The study offers specific pathways for
reform grounded in textual critique and comparative law analysis.
