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Abstract: With scant scholarship on the emotional repercussions 
of losing cherished possessions among Bangladeshi children, this 
qualitative portraiture study endeavours to extend resilience theory 
by investigating the feelings associated with such loss. Conducted 
with three Bangladeshi sixth-grade students from disadvantaged 
socioeconomic contexts, this research employed shared reading of 
two English picture books centred on themes of loss, followed by 
in-depth interviews. Each participant vividly recollected the 
significant articles they had lost—a pair of butterfly earrings, a 
frock and a fancy rubber, and a football—and articulated their 
emotional responses and the sociocultural pathways they navigated 
in the aftermath. One participant described becoming markedly 
vigilant towards small belongings, while another recounted never 
again drying clothes on the line from which her frock was stolen. 
The third participant lamented the loss of his football, purchased 
with earned money, yet acknowledged forming enduring 
friendships while searching for it. These reflections reveal 
transformations in their perspectives on loss and resilience.

Objects, in and of themselves, have no real meaning. It is only 
when humans endow them with meaning that they take on 
significance. Children learn early to give objects human 
characteristics, and then to use these objects to comfort 
themselves when the loved person is not available. The ragged 
teddy bear and the torn and tattered blanket are stereotypical 
childhood attachments. The word attachment is important here. 
Children form an identity with or a love for things in a way similar 
to the manner in which they form relationships with people. … It 
is the emotional connections surrounding the object that makes its 
absence unbearable (p. 33)

My colleague … was working with a child whose mother had died 
two days before his third birthday. He spent his birthday gently 
caring for a doll. He bathed the doll, dressed her, took her for a 
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walk in the park and even made sure she was with him when he 
used the potty. When Sophie asked him whether he would like to 
give his doll a name, he replied ‘Mum’. This type of symbolic 
representation is common throughout children’s play, but in this 
case the child is clearly using the doll as an integral part of his 
grieving process. In her reflective diary Sophie commented that 
one of the most obvious, but nonetheless vital messages to come 
out of this was ‘he still needs his mum around’.

In lower SES [socioeconomic status] classes, possessiveness of 
material things implies attainment of a more comfortable living 
standard and a higher social status. Upper-class children feel 
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insecure when faced with the possibility of losing materials. 
Holding on to material objects or possessions signifies security, 
comfort, and social status in life. In this respect, middle-class 
children seem to differ a little: They do not experience a total lack 
of material comfort, yet they have less anxiety over losing 
possessions.
